¥ The organisers World Carp Classic Ltd, will have absolute control and discretion over the competition,
rules and terns and conditions.

¥ The organisersreserve the right to modify all or part of the rules and T&C at any time.

¥ World Carp Classic rules abide bgnd include all relevant local rules, and have been reviewed and
authorized by appropriate local authorities.

A02- Once all documents are in order and full payment has been received by the organisers, th
Vice Captain will be invited to draw a number. This number will decide in which order his
Captain will be inited onto the stage to proceed with the actual peg draw.

AO03- Anyone not registering within these times could be excluded from the competition and
their entry fee will be forfeited, unless prior notice is given in advance or the competitors have a

AO4- Any late registration grantenplies that automatically the pair will be last to draw on
stage.

A05- If a pair canOtiave before the end of the official draw, their entry is at the entire discretion
of the organisers.

B04- World Carp Classic 201pegdraw format is a Pick & Ditch. Each Pair will be invited on stage in
the order drawn during registration. The Captain draws a peg and the pair has 30 seconds to keep the p
or to redraw. If the decision is to fréraw the second choice is final. If a dgan is not made within the

30 seconds the first peg will be recognised as the one selected.

SECTION CBBOAT CHECK BUSE OFBOAT ON M ONDAY

CO01- To ensure that all boats/security equipment to be used during the competition have been checke:
and approved Y organisers and local authorities, all competitors must arrange to have their boat being
checked at one of the two designated times (see Event Itinerary).

CO02 After being checked and only if all has been approved competitors will receive a form which wil
enable them to proceed with cheick Please refer yourself to Itinerary.

C03- On Monday, between the times of 07.00 and 1@0PM (when competitors are moving to their

swims and setting up)the use of boats is only permitted for moving personnel and equigent to

their swims. NO baiting up, feature finding or any other boating activities may take place until the

rocket has signaled the start of the competition.

SECTION D - ALLOCATION OF THE PRI ZES

D05- In the event of a blank section there will be a draw for prizes, though cash prizes will not be
awarded.

D06- In the unlikely event that no fish are caught during the competition only section prizes will be
drawn for. Any ash prizes including overaland section prizes will not be awarded.

SECTION E - FISHING RULES

EO01- Only competitors, marshals and Team Runners are allowed to bivvy up on the banks.

In a very few areas, due to marginal reeds, competitors may be limited to fist
straight out toward the lake from the peg marker. In that event, the setting up of rods in the water canno
be any deepdhan waist deep.

EO03 Competitors must cast/place and bait their own rods, and play, land and unhook their own fish. No
assistance from any other person (excluding partner) whatsoever is allowed (see Team Runner rules
Immediate disqualification could nel$ if assistance is obtained.

EO4 It is the responsibility of the competitors to ensure that all fish caught are reported as soon as
possible to the marshals in their section.

EO05 Competitors are required to possess their own carp sacks as, in thefewemultiple capture sacks

will be required to hold fish until weighing. Sacks will not be provided by the organisers.

E11- Should both competitors wish to leave their swim for any reason whatsoever their rods must be
reeled in and their baited hooks removed from the water. By nogrisghe Team Runner allowed to

look after the rods for them.

E12- Permanent markers can be dropped by boat and left in the fishing sector during the match but mus
be removed at the end of the competition. A permanent marker will have a radius of EDarmted it

that another competing team cannot encroach. Where the permanent marker is closer than 50 meters
the swim boundaries, the boundary will be the limit of the allocated water within the competitors swim.
E13 No more tharSIX (6) permanent m&ers can be used at any one time within the swim.

Any transgression of
this rule will be considered on its merits.

HO5- Team Runner is allowed to go on board and assist solely with the steering of th&sboantioned
above, if seemhelping in fishing in any way he will disqualify his pair.
